Unframed canvas works must be gallery wrapped and
neatly finished on all sides (painted with no staples
showing.)

3D work must not exceed 35 Ibs. without permission of the
curator. Check with Lighthouse ArtCenter to verify that we
have pedestals available.

Potters may submit up to four pieces per application, such
as mugs or bowls or small sculptures. All four will be
displayed in a grouping on single a pedestal, as available.

Please sign your work but do not place large digital
signatures or copyright logos on computer generated art.

Please send images in .jpeg
format not to exceed 2 MB.

Artwork must remain on display for the entire exhibition.
